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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 66-year-old male that is a patient of Dr. Lu. He was referred to the office because of the presence of CKD stage IV. The patient comes today. He has laboratory results related to 08/04/2023 where the serum creatinine is 1.8, BUN 21, and estimated GFR is 41 mL/min. The patient had a creatinine clearance that has been oscillating between 40-45 mL/min. The proteinuria has decreased to 300 mg/g of creatinine. We have to keep in mind that the patient has some echogenicity in the retroperitoneal ultrasound.

2. Arterial hypertension. This patient after the administration of Jardiance went to a blood pressure of 123/75 with a body weight of 212 pounds. This is what he needed.

3. The patient has history of gout that is treated with administration of allopurinol. The patient is without any evidence of gout attacks.

4. The patient has a hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. T2, T4 and TSH have been within normal range.

5. The diarrhea has disappeared. The patient is feeling well. At this point I am going to continue with the same prescription. The most likely situation is that during the next appointment we will increase the administration of Jardiance to 25 mg on daily basis.

6. We are going to reevaluate in five months with laboratory workup..

We spend 7 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes with the patient and 7 minutes with documentation.
