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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 79-year-old Hispanic female that has a lengthy history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, Hyperlipidemia, and rheumatoid arthritis. The patient was referred for the evaluation of the kidney function. During the review of the chart we noticed that the patient has a serum creatinine that is 1, BUN 29 and the patient has an estimated GFR that is around 60 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. No activity of urinary sediment. In reviewing the laboratory workup there is just one determination in February 2023 in which the albumin was reported slightly elevated at 40.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. Diabetes mellitus that has hemoglobin A1c. The most recent one is 7.3%. 

4. Hyperlipidemia under control. The patient has a history of atherosclerotic heart disease that is without manifestations at this point.

5. The patient has a normal kidney function. We are going to return the case to the primary care.
