Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi and decreased breath sounds at the bases. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with generalized weakness and deconditioning.

2. Chronic hypotension they maintained on midodrine.

3. Acute on chronic CHF with preserved ejection fraction.

4. CKD.
