SUBJECTIVE: The patient seen today for followup at subacute rehab. The patient was reported by the nursing staff and also respiratory therapy. While they were trying to feed her the son was in the room. The patient was noted to have some aspiration especially to the liquids. She has cough and congestion. At present when I saw the patient, the patient lying in the bed. She denies any headache or dizziness but she does have a dry cough but no fever. No chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Atrial fibrillation, anemia, anxiety, colon cancer, dementia, previous history of DVT, hyperlipidemia, and dementia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noted to have some cough and congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 109/72, pulse 78, temperature 98.2, respiration 18, and pulse ox 95%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral coarse breath sounds in the lower lung. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, forgetful, and disoriented.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with multiple medical problems. She has generalized weakness.

2. Atrial fibrillation.

3. Suspected aspiration.

4. History of DVT.

5. Hypertension.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. History of colon cancer and advanced dementia.
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PLAN: We will do chest x-ray today and also do BMP tomorrow. If chest x-ray shows any infiltrate may give her antibiotics and monitor her pulse ox closely. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff and also speech therapy to follow up on the patient regarding her fluid and diet management that was discussed with nursing staff.
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
