SUBJECTIVE: The patient seen today at the nursing for followup. She is complaining of generalized weakness and some leg edema but no shortness of breath. No chest pain. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever but she is complaining of generalized weakness. She has a known lumbar vertebrae fracture and she is getting rehab because of ambulatory dysfunction.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: TIA, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, type II diabetes, anxiety disorder, coronary artery disease, and back pain with L2 subacute compression fracture.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/76, pulse 70, temperature 97.4, respiration 18, and pulse ox 94%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at the bases.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Bilateral leg edema. No tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, oriented x3, generalized weakness, and ambulatory dysfunction.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Bilateral leg edema.

3. L2 compression fracture.

4. History of right breast mastectomy.

5. History of coronary artery disease.

6. History of diabetes.

7. History of anxiety disorder.

8. History of hypertension.

9. Chronic back pain.

PLAN: We will continue her current medication and pain management. I will get chest x-ray and also BMP (basic metabolic panel) tomorrow and also Brain natriuretic peptide tomorrow.
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
