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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 79-year-old white male that is CKD stage IIIA-A1. The patient has been in very stable condition. The more recent laboratory workup that was done on 07/31/2023 discloses the presence of a creatinine of 1.1 and an estimated GFR of 65 mL/min. The patient does not have any proteinuria.

2. The patient has history of BPH that is followed by a urologist.

3. Diabetes mellitus. The patient has been following the diet. Hemoglobin A1c is 7.5% came down from 7.7. He was stressed about the need to monitor the sugar and staying away from simple sweets.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today is 134/76.

5. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease, but does not have any symptoms at the present time.

6. The patient has multivessel coronary artery disease that is followed by Dr. Parnassa very closely.

7. The patient gained 5 pounds and we stressed for him the need to go down to 180 pounds.

I invested 8 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
