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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 62-year-old white female, the patient of Ms. Gonzales, APRN who is referred to the practice because of the presence of a right kidney mass. The patient was referred for a CT scan that was done with and without contrast in Winter Haven. I do not have the images, but the description is mildly enhancing mass involving the right kidney and it measures 4.9 x 3.8 cm. We did an ultrasound of the kidney and this hyperechoic solid lesion is present in the right kidney and, for that reason, we have to clarify the situation and we are going to refer the case to Interventional Radiology, Dr. Bennie, for a biopsy.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that has been under control. There is evidence of elevation of the microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio up to 47. There is no evidence of macroproteinuria.

3. The patient has a serum creatinine of 1.3 and an estimated GFR of 46 mL/min that is consistent with CKD stage IIIA.

4. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

5. Hyperlipidemia under control with statins.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease; at the present time, asymptomatic.

7. Plan as above. We are going to reevaluate the case after the biopsy.

I spent 20 minutes reviewing the referral, 25 minutes with the patient and 10 minutes dictating.
