Right fourth metatarsal fracture, edema, morbid obesity, abdominal pain, anxiety, and seizure disorder.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  We are not able to find orthopedics for her metatarsal fracture in the right foot, which we do not know how it happened.  The patient is non-weight bearing.  She is Hoyer lift, we will wrap her foot and nothing more is needed.  We will repeat x-ray in few weeks.  Encouraged the patient to lose weight.
