CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 24-year-old male seen for routine evaluation.
HPI: The patient is a 24-year-old male who reports occasional anal pain and pruritus. He thinks he has hemorrhoids. He further reports light hearing loss. Hearing loss has occurred over a period of approximately two years. He notes that he has difficulty hearing in large public spaces. This was no more up to four years ago. He has had constipation and loose stools, the stool tend to be like muddy water. The patient otherwise has no complaints.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father with hypertension and anxiety.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports marijuana using, further reports alcohol use. He denies cigarettes or other substance use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Ears: He has tinnitus and hearing loss.

Psychiatric: He has insomnia.

GI: He has diarrhea, constipation and hemorrhoids.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
HEENT: The right tympanic membrane reveals mild to minimal erythema, left is noted to be normal.

Cardiac: There is a soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border. Otherwise normal S1 and S2. No S3 or S4.

Respiratory: The chest wall demonstrates a well-healed scar anteriorly, but is otherwise unremarkable.

Exam otherwise is unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Hearing loss.

2. Murmur.

3. Irritable bowel syndrome.

PLAN: Referred to Dr. Bill Lewis to evaluate hearing loss. Routine labs to include CBC Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH and urinalysis. Echocardiogram to evaluate murmur. EKG is ordered. Prescription for Bentyl 10 mg one p.o. b.i.d. #60.
