History: Ms. Attkinson is a 72-year-old white female who was seen today. She has this right leg and right thigh pain. She has a history of ulcerative colitis. She was on enemas, but they have discontinued her enemas. She just takes the medicine by mouth for colitis. The patient has seen every known specialist for her right thigh pain and we do not have any definite etiology. She went for peripheral vascular disease testing at Central Texas Cardiology and she was not found to have any peripheral vascular disease. I discussed the results today. Today, she said she feels fluid retention. I examined her lower legs. There was no evidence of fluid retention but she has varicose veins and I told her that she should use stocking for varicose veins to reduce the feeling of edema. There is no pitting edema. Peripheral pulses were very good and palpable. Only thing noted was varicose veins starting on her feet and going upwards, more on the right side than the left side. The patient has even had shots in the back with relatively minimal improvement. The patient has seen neurosurgeon. She has seen orthopedic. She has seen neurologist. The patient was also given a flu shot today.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Ulcerative colitis.

2. Right thigh pain or neuropathy right thigh, etiology unknown.

3. No evidence of peripheral vascular disease.
