History: Ms. Welch is a new patient today. She states every so often she saw Dr. Dhaduk, did not see him regularly and she is here because she does have attention deficit disorder and got some Adderall whenever she felt she had to do a project. She does not take the Adderall regularly. 
Medical Problems: Her other medical problems include some low back pain for which she takes gabapentin in a good dose about 400 mg three times a day. She also has high blood pressure and she takes atenolol with a fluid pill once a day. The patient is a nonsmoker. She finished high school, did some college. She used to work as a teller at a bank for several years. At least she has not had any job in the bank for the past 10 years. She has one son. She states she is single. She lives with her boyfriend for the past 17 years, so it is a live-in relationship but they are not married.

Operations: Removal of cyst from the right ovary and partial hysterectomy. She still has her ovaries. No other operations. She has recently had bilateral knee replacement surgeries. One knee replacement was done by Dr. Brazeal and the other one was done by Dr. Riley.

Family History: There is a strong family history of breast cancer in the family. 
The patient has never had a mammogram done and I told her it is time we did a mammogram. As part of workup of attention deficit disorder, I did EKG and that showed multiple premature atrial contractions. We did a urine drug screen which was negative. The patient is advised complete lab in view of history of breast cancer and long-standing hypertension and we want to know what her cholesterol and kidney function and liver function is. So, she is ordered a CBC, CMP, lipid, and TSH. A Texas PMP was checked. The patient is also advised a CNS-VS testing. The patient is given requests for mammograms also. The patient stated she appreciated this complete care. 
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
