




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Brook Gifford:
I had the pleasure of seeing Marilyn Mierzwa today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 77-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who had a stroke 11 years ago with residual left-sided weakness. She was at Saratoga Hospital and that time when transferred to the Albany Medical Center, she received TPA. Now, the left side is spastic and having constant pain. When she was in New York City, she was getting Botox injection. Last one was more than one year ago. Now, she moved to this area.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Stroke, hypercholesterolemia, and hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy, mastectomy, and spine cancer removal.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, ADHESIVE TAPE, SILICON and also allergy to BOTOX and ALLERGAN.

MEDICATIONS: Bayer Aspirin 81 mg daily, baclofen 10 mg two times daily, simvastatin 40 mg daily, citalopram 20 mg daily, clopidogrel 75 mg daily, famotidine, and carvedilol.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke cigarettes. She does not drink alcohol. She is retired. She is married, lives with the husband. She has three children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother deceased. Father deceased. No major issue. One brother alive and healthy.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that she is having trouble walking, joint pain, and joint stiffness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 160/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is a left facial droop present. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug is decreased on the left side. The patient is deaf on the left side. Motor System Examination: Right-sided 5/5, left upper extremity 0/5, left lower extremity distally 0/5 and proximally 3/5. Deep tendon reflexes right-sided 2/4 and left-sided 3/4. Spasticity present on the left side. Sensory System Examination: Revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 77-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:
1. Stroke with left-sided weakness.

2. Muscle spasticity in the right upper extremity and right lower extremity.

3. Left-sided hemiplegia.

4. Weakness on the left side.

5. Deafness in the left side.

At this time, I will continue the Myobloc injections. We will try to get approval from the insurance company and get the injection from the pharmacy. When these injections will be available then we will call the patient for the appointment. I would like to see her back in my office in six months.
