This is an 88-year-old woman who has been recertified for hospice today with endstage diagnosis of congestive heart failure. She also suffers from respiratory failure, O2 dependency, Parkinsonism, chronic aspiration, history of congestive heart failure (low EF), shortness of breath at all times, air hunger with any type of activity, and angina. This has also caused her to be dyspneic. The lack of oxygen has also caused her to be more forgetful, confused with memory loss and decreased mentation. She is now sleeping about 16-18 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%. She requires help with all ADL and requires help with the hospice aides and nurses to care for her at home. She requires change in position, to reduce the risk of developing pressure ulcers. She has decreased appetite. She has decreased weight. She has lost about five pounds since last certification. She is weak and lives with her family members who are her primary care givers. She is expected to do poorly. She most likely has less than six months to live. She remains hospice appropriate.
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
