There is a colostomy and nephrostomy in place, which requires a change in the nephrostomy every two to three months. The patient has had increased confusion and memory loss recently with decreased weight, decreased appetite. The patient is in pain. The patient was able to ambulate previously, but no longer able to because of her weakness. Her husband Richard is her primary caregiver which turns her every two hours to keep her from developing pressure ulcers. She has decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, significant anemia. She appears pale and has decreased appetite related to her illness. She also has diarrhea related to her illness. She appears cachectic weighing less than 95 pounds at this time. She remains hospice appropriate, no longer able to ambulate, huge risk of fall, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent and is expected to die within six months hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
