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Echo Report
Please note that this patient was very, very difficult to image. Subcostal four-chamber view could not be obtained and as well as inferior vena cava measurements could not be adequately done.
Final Interpretation:
1. Mild aortic stenosis. Mean gradient across the aortic valve 16 mmHg. Aortic valve area 1.4 sq cm.
Dimensionless index is 0.38.
Please note that the patient had a TAVR about four years ago where bioprosthetic valve was introduced.
2. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 70%.
3. Mild-to-moderate left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.
4. Mild mitral annular calcification.

5. Mild left atrial enlargement.

6. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. The right ventricular systolic pressure is 21 mmHg.
Please note that in this patient E/e' ratio was 13 in the recording from the septum. Above finding suggests borderline elevation of left ventricular filling pressure.
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
