The patient was taken per ambulance to Texas Children’s Hospital where he was admitted for two days for observation, given oxygen, IVs and other supportive care, was released yesterday with followup with his primary doctor without followup there recommended.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Has a twin without injury.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion without rhonchi or wheezing. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Post chlorine gas inhalation per history with residual injury.
PLAN: The patient released with continued observation with advice to follow up with pediatrician in the near future.
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
