The patient was seen by me. She denies any nausea or vomiting. No fever.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. 

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion. Oral – sore throat and difficulty swallowing.
Cardiac: No palpitations. No chest pain. 
GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: Chronic leg pain.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, alert and sitting on the chair.

HEENT: No ear or nasal discharge. Throat – redness and congestion noted.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender. 
Lungs: Diminished breath sounds in the bases.

Heart: S1 and S2.
Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.
Extremities: Chronic edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert and cooperative.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute pharyngitis, hoarseness due to pharyngitis.

2. Hypertension.

3. Seizure disorder.

4. Chronic leg edema.

5. History of syncope.

6. History of hyperlipidemia.

7. History of TIA.
8. Morbid obesity.
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PLAN OF CARE: The patient is started on Augmentin 500 mg three times a day for seven days. Care plan discussed with nursing staff. All other medications reviewed will be continued and we will follow the patient.
