DISCHARGE SUMMARY
PATIENT NAME: Dodd, Labri

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 40-year-old female. She has been admitted to FutureCare Charles Village Rehab Center because the patient was treated in the hospital for an infected groin wound. She has a pseudoaneurysm repair. She also has a fasciotomy. She has IV drug use history and culture grew MSSA bacteremia.
The patient was in the rehab facility. CMP was monitored and she was noted to have transaminitis. She was also tested for STDs and she was positive for syphilis. RPR titer was 1:128. Because of aggressive elevation of AST and ALT, the patient was sent to the hospital. She was admitted to University of Maryland. She used to be on cefazolin, then oxacillin as per ID recommendation, but we switched. They were stopped given her holidays on antibiotic because of elevated AST and ALT. The patient was admitted to the hospital. She was reevaluated by Infectious Disease over there. Also GI consultation was done over there. She also had hepatitis C in the setting of acute infection. In the hospital, they decided to start the patient on daptomycin and the patient was sent back to Charles Village Rehab again. The patient was started on IV daptomycin in Charles Village and she was also started on doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. as per ID recommendation for treatment of syphilis, for latent syphilis.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hepatitis C not treated, left CFA pseudoaneurysm status post repair, status post fasciotomy of the sartorius flap, left groin wound dehiscence followed by vascular surgery, and history of arthritis, hypothyroidism, *__________* and IV drug abuse.

COURSE WHILE IN SUBACUTE REHAB: The patient was admitted to subacute rehab. She was maintained on IV antibiotics as recommended from the hospital, daptomycin 750 mg IV daily to complete seven more days, doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. to complete 28 days total, aspirin 81 mg daily, Lovenox for DVT prophylaxis. *__________* 25 mg t.i.d. was continued. Methadone 60 mg daily. She was getting oxycodone 5 mg three tablets every three hours p.r.n. for severe pain. Venlafaxine 75 mg daily.

In rehab, we monitored her CBC and electrolytes closely.
