History of hitting his head last night while playing football, collided with another player who also hit his head trying to make a tackle. He states that he felt dazed with headache afterwards lasting a few hours with clearing, now today with no symptoms at all with concern about possible concussion. Describes no loss of consciousness, nausea, vomiting, or neurological signs or symptoms or tingling.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses, without tenderness. Full range of motion. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Normal with no evidence of papilledema. The patient is oriented and alert with good cognitive function.

IMPRESSION: Head injury by history with minimal concussion.

PLAN: The patient was advised not to have contact sports until seen by his pediatrician for followup next week with precautionary treatment. Otherwise, no other problems.
