MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for patient reports chills and myalgia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, and in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 102/68.

Pulse 89.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Throat: Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, uvula and pharynx. There is no exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile without erythema or exudate.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion with no discomfort. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute strep pharyngitis.

2. Odynophagia.

3. Myalgia.

PLAN: The patient was given following prescriptions in fact he was offered injection he declines and he says he does not like any drug.

Medications as follows: XYZ mouthwash #60 mL. He will take two teaspoons gargle and split out daily for six days, amoxicillin 250 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30, and amoxicillin 250 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30.
