PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.

Blood pressure 108/65.

Pulse 73.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.

HEENT: Normal.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

SKIN: Normal color. No pale or discoloration of the skin. No vesicles or bullae. No erythema. No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Anemia.

2. Followup from the emergency room.

PLAN: The patient was reassured and educated on anemia. I advise on diet and supplements that says he understands. I will follow up with his primary care provider.
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
