HPI: An 88-year-old female seen sitting at the dining room counter along with her husband. He was facing away from her and she was facing his back. She was quiet when I approached. She did not say anything until I did simply ask her how she was doing. She appears quite cautious and suspicious but she said she was doing okay and I told her I was glad to see that and let her know that I had seen her husband last week. Later she is observed walking by herself around the facility looking at other residents. I have been told by staff that she has had increase in her agitation and anger directed both at staff, but now primarily patients. She is very jealous of anyone coming near her husband who is a female and even if they just happen to be walking by in order to get their medicines as she becomes agitated and quite verbal about it. The patient was on Depakote to which she had a good response at 375 mg t.i.d and I had her on a ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL t.i.d. She was doing well and based on that decided to cut back to b.i.d. She did okay on that for a couple of weeks and now is having refractory behavior with increased agitation and she just looked angry when I saw. So ABH gel as is will be increased to t.i.d and she is to continue on Depakote 375 mg b.i.d. We will follow up next week.
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
