CC: Fall followup.
HPI: A 74-year-old male with advanced Alzheimer’s disease who is wheelchair bound seen today after a fall where he was attempting to get out of wheelchair. He ended up going hitting his bottom but staff were nearby and able to grab him so that he did not hit his trunk or head to the floor. The patient is primarily nonverbal so is not able to give any information. He is in his wheelchair that he will occasionally propel around otherwise has to be transported. He is generally quiet will have a blank expression on his face just kind of looking around or will be sleeping while sitting up. He is generally cooperative with taking medications. He has improved sleep at h.s. and while he will still nap during the day it is improved. Wife was here visiting patient when she just wanted to know in general how I thought he was doing and there has been less agitation when she leaves to the point of none at all. She states that she is not sure how much even notices that she is present but it makes her feel good to be with him. I encouraged her to continue to visit and to just enjoy spending time with him.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD, has decreased HTN, and GERD.

ALLERGIES: Sacral stage II ulcer receiving wound care.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg t.i.d., ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL 1.5 mL b.i.d., omeprazole 40 mg q.d., MiraLax q.d., and Depakote 250 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, MORPHINE, SULFATE, and LEXAPRO.

DIET: Pureed.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly male seated quietly in his wheelchair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/75, pulse 88, temperature 97, respirations 16, and O2 saturation 96%.
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NEURO: He made limited eye contact and did not speak. Affect flat. He has a verbal capacity will occasionally say a few words that are random. He speaks a little bit with his wife but he says generally is quiet.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is wheelchair bound can propel it less frequently tries to so is transported. He has trace ankle edema. He weightbears for transfer pivot and recognizes his wife less agitation as time is gone on.

SKIN: There is no breakdown and it is dry and does get a.m. and h.s. lotion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Palpation of his back, hip, and thigh area. No pain elicited.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Fall followup. No injury.

2. Baseline labs. CBC, CMP and TSH ordered. We will review next week when they should be available.
