HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Floyd is an 89-year-old woman who has been bed bound now for past year or so. At that time, she suffered a rather major stroke, which has caused her total ADL dependent, confused, and bed bound. She cannot swallow, she has a PEG tube in place and is being evaluated for end-of-life care regarding her CVA.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes arthritis, CVA, type II diabetes, left upper extremity contracture, shoulder pain, leg pain, arm pain, weakness and confusion.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Kidney stones.

MEDICATIONS: See the list provided.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father both died of heart disease. No cancer reported.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is totally bed bound, has a caretaker and a provider.

COVID IMMUNIZATION:  Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is very confused.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/88, pulse 100, and respirations 20.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Obese. PEG tube present. No sign of infection. The patient does have a diaper in place.
EXTREMITIES: Shows decreased pulses.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: No focal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. CVA.

2. I do believe the patient has end-stage CVA with PEG tube in place, increased confusion, change in mental status is new, the right-sided weakness is new, and the left-sided weakness has been present for sometime associated with contracture. She also has a history of comorbidities including dementia, hyperlipidemia, anxiety, essential hypertension, shoulder pain, other pain issues related to her stroke. I believe given her extent of her stroke, her overall prognosis is quite poor and most likely has less than six months to live, which makes her a candidate for hospice care at home.
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
