Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Tingley comes into the Blue Field Hills office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work related activities because of loss of vision. He has a history of working as a mechanic, but stopped in 2013 because of loss of vision. He states that he was having difficulties distinguishing between small objects that he had to use with his job and he did not feel that he was able to perform his duties in a safe and effective manner. His last eye examination was approximately seven years ago. He states that he was told to get glasses, but he did not. He has not followed up with an eye doctor. He does not have a reason for this. He states that he was diagnosed with multiple sclerosis approximately 20 years ago and lung cancer. However, he has not followed with a pulmonologist. He denies eye surgery except for having a small piece of metal removed many years ago. He does not use eye drops.

On examination the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/80 on the right and 20/40 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.75 +0.50 x 060 on the right and +0.50 +1.00 x 140 on the left. The near acuity with ADD of +2.25 measures 20/70 on the right and 20/30 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balances are orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 21 on right and 20 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows 3+ nuclear sclerosis lens on each side with significant brunescence. The corneas are clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.5 on both sides. There is pigment atrophy to the macula on the right side only. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic parameter with III4e stimulus and without correction shows 40 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 31 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Cataracts.

2. Macular degeneration right eye.

Mr. Tingley has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities. Based on these findings one would expect him to be able to read small prints with left eye and to distinguish between small objects with the left eye when he wears glasses. As well, he can use a computer and avoid hazards in his environment. There is no disease found that would explain a constriction of the visual fields. Certainly, the vision will improve when he has cataract surgery.
