SUBJECTIVE: The patient was reported by the nursing staff complaining of toothache. Her right upper toothache with some gum swelling. At present, he denies any headache. He has mild headache, but no fever and no chills and has lot of toothache. No nausea. No vomiting.

MEDICATION: Currently he is on

1. Bupropion 150 mg daily.

2. Ventolin inhaler two puffs q.6h p.r.n for shortness of breath.

3. Benzonate capsule 200 mg t.i.d p.r.n for cough.

4. Breo Ellipta one inhalation daily for asthma.

5. Tylenol 650 mg q.6h p.r.n.

6. Oxycodone 5 mg b.i.d.

7. Incruse Ellipta one puff daily.

8. Melatonin 3 mg at night for insomnia.

9. Lactulose p.r.n for constipation.

10. Cyclobenzaprine 10 mg every 8h p.r.n for muscle spasm.

ALLERGIES: 

1. PROCHLORPERAZINE

2. COMPAZINE.

3. APPLE

4. LATEX.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 129/75 Pulse 88. Temperature 97.8°F. Respiration 20. Pulse oximetry 99%.

HEENT: Head is atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes: Anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Abdomen: Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No leg edema. Stump is healed. Left BKA.

Neurologic: He is awake, alert, and oriented x 3.
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LABS: Recent lab reviewed by me. WBC 7.5 that was in July, hemoglobin 13%, hematocrit 43.4, platelet count 322, BUN 12, creatinine 0.7, calcium 8.9, AST 17, ALT 26.

ASSESSMENT: 

1. Ambulatory dysfunction. He is using wheelchair.

2. History of bipolar anxiety disorder.

3. History of chronic pain and opioid dependence.

PLAN OF CARE: The patient is on oxycodone 5 mg q.12h p.r.n for pain. For toothache, I will start him on Pen VK 250 mg p.o q.6h for one week. We can get p.r.n Voltaren 600 mg three times a day p.r.n for three days only for severe pain. Also, we will need dental consultation. At present, we will continue all his current medications. Care plan discussed with nursing staff.  Dental consultation has been requested.
