CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of severe left ankle pain and both wrists pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that the pain in the left ankle has been severe and the pain level is 8 or 9/10 and she has seen foot specialist and currently the patient is not taking any pain medications. The patient has appointment to see rheumatologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, excessive weight loss or weight gain, or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema and left ankle examination reveals tenderness of the ankle joint, also there is a swelling and the patient also has a minimal tenderness of the wrist, but she is able to move her fingers and the patient is also able to walk with a limp due to pain.
