ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Mony, Khandaker

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy with biopsy.

PROCEDURE INDICATIONS: Colorectal cancer screening.
DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After obtaining informed consent and explaining the complications of bleeding, infection, perforation, possibility of missing malignancy, etc., the patient was sedated in the left lateral position by anesthesia. A well-lubricated colonoscope was introduced and portions of colon including cecum, ascending colon, hepatic flexure, transverse colon, descending colon, rectosigmoid and sigmoid, everything was examined. The cecum was identified by the appendiceal orifice. Withdrawal time was 10 minutes. The patient tolerated the procedure very well without any complications.

FINDINGS: Diverticulosis in the ascending colon. One 0.5 cm polyp found in the sigmoid colon removed by cold biopsy forces. Otherwise, rest of examination normal.

PLAN: 
1. Follow up in the clinic.
2. Repeat colonoscopy to be planned based on the pathology results.
