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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 63-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has a serum creatinine that is 1.55, a BUN of 29, and the estimated GFR is 59. We do not have urine. The urine was not done. So, we cannot talk about the excretion of protein. During the last visit, it was around 200 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has hypercalcemia. This hypercalcemia has been present for a lengthy period of time and in the presence of a normal PTH. We are going to order the ionized calcium. A malignancy has been considered and chest CT was ordered because of the presence of nicotine abuse in the past. The patient since then has quit smoking. It was negative. The patient has gained some weight. There is no evidence of weight loss. Ionized calcium, serum protein electrophoresis with immunofixation and urine protein electrophoresis with immunofixation will be done as well as angiotensin-converting enzyme levels in order to rule out sarcoid.

3. The patient has history of hyperlipidemia. At the present time, the serum cholesterol is 132, HDL 48 and LDL 48.

4. The patient has coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass graft, is followed by Dr. Boswell and he is supposed to have an echocardiogram and a stress test coming up pretty soon.

5. Osteoarthritis related to obesity.

6. Polycythemia that was evaluated by Dr. Shah. Polycythemia vera was ruled out. Medications were not given.

7. The patient has obstructive sleep apnea and now is using the CPAP.

8. Hyperuricemia that has been corrected; 5.9 mg% is the current level and the patient has been treated with the administration of allopurinol 300 mg on daily basis.

9. We are going to reevaluate this case in three months with laboratory workup.
