The patient is a 45-year-old female with history of severe ulcerative colitis presents with a chief complaint of positive QuantiFERON gold. The patient has a history of tuberculosis and was treated this for over six months approximately 13 years ago while in Egypt. The patient was seen at sometime in the past by the TB Clinic here in Jersey City. Multiple specimens for AFB were obtained and were all negative. Her chest x-ray failed to reveal any evidence of active tuberculosis. At this time the patient is asymptomatic except for symptoms associated with ulcerative colitis.
IMPRESSION: This is a 45-year-old female with history of tuberculosis in the past treated in Egypt and recently released by the Hudson County TB Clinic. No additional therapy is necessary at this time. The patient will follow up with her primary doctor Dr. Stowe as well as her rheumatologist.
