LABS: Reviewed by me. Sodium 133, potassium 4.0, chloride 97, CO2 29, glucose 82, BUN 7, creatinine 0.7, WBC 9.5, hemoglobin 8.6, and hematocrit 24.7.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient is admitted recent bilateral pulmonary embolism.

2. Left hydronephrosis and ureter stone status post left nephrostomy tube.

3. Cervical spine stenosis.

4. Diabetes mellitus.

5. Recent cystitis.

6. History of emphysema.

7. History of aspiration pneumonia treated.

8. History of DVT.

9. History of pulmonary nodule.
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PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. The patient is doing well with physical therapy. We will discharge planning as per physical therapy recommendation. The patient excited to go home in next couple of days.
