SUBJECTIVE: No shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. He does have a back pain but relief with medications. Currently, he has no complaint and he want to stay at the facility to complete the antibiotic course. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Oxycodone 5 mg two tablets ever four p.r.n. for severe pain, escitalopram 5 mg daily, ferrous sulfate 325 mg daily for history of anemia, gabapentin 300 mg t.i.d., Colace 100 mg b.i.d., cefazolin 2 g IV q.8h to complete the course till 09/04/2023, Zofran 4 mg q.6h p.r.n., multivitamin daily, Tylenol 500 mg two tablet every six hours p.r.n., diazepam 5 mg q.6h p.r.n., methadone 140 mg daily, ibuprofen 600 mg q.6h p.r.n. for pain, and lidocaine patch 4% daily.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 107/75, pulse 110, temperature 97.5, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has lumbar spine and discitis osteomyelitis.

2. Chronic back pain.

3. History of lumbar vertebrae fracture of the fourth lumbar vertebrae.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. Follow CMP weekly. Discussed with nursing staff.
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
