SUBJECTIVE: The patient seen today for followup subacute rehab because patient has recent podiatry visit because he was complaining of pain at the surgical site where the pain is. The patient was evaluated and they reviewed the x-ray per podiatry note. The wound is healing well and they have recommended weightbearing as tolerated 3-10 steps only and they going to follow up with the patient on 08/25/2023. The patient at present, he denies any headache, dizziness, nausea, or vomiting. No fever. No chills. The patient has been admitted to the subacute rehab for continuation of IV antibiotic local skin care.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: Left leg and left foot swelling at the surgical external fixation site some pain and aches but improving.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. Left foot he has some swelling.

LABS: Reviewed by me. Also, patient’s lab reviewed WBC count 6.1, hemoglobin 9.9, hematocrit 33.3, sodium 133, potasium 5.0, chloride 103, CO2 22, AST 18, and ALT 26.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Left foot Charcot deformity with infection status post talectomy.

2. Left lower extremity osteomyelitis.

3. Status post external fixation placement.

4. History of hepatitis C treated.

5. Status post removal of hardware being followed by Dr. Wynes Jacob. The patient currently on IV antibiotic for infection.
PLAN: We will continue all the current medication IV antibiotic and podiatry evaluation followup appreciated and patient will follow with him again as scheduled already. Care plan discussed with the patient in detail.
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
