CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dizziness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he started feeling dizzy three or four months ago and it improved, but now he has recurrence of dizziness. Sometimes, it compromises his daily activities. The patient never fell down and he does not have any serious headache.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied ear pain, ear discharge, sore throat, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting and no focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and his blood sugar readings are stable.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant orthostatic changes and no nystagmus. The patient has tenderness of the occipital area without any deformity.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding dizziness and we will schedule CT scan of the brain without any contrast since the patient is high risk.
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
