PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No evident acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Superficial skin epidermal avulsion to left dorsal distal forearm without presence of bullae or evidence of full thickness burn measuring approximately 5 x 10 cm, involving distal forearm and dorsal wrist, as above. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Second-degree burn to the left forearm.

PLAN: Dressing was applied in the office. The patient was advised to continue Silvadene dressings and to be followed up in two days for reevaluation of burn.
