History: Ms. Vyas was accompanied by her husband. She was having problems with labile hypertension and her blood pressure would go up. So, she had seen Dr. Colato on 07/17/23 and he suggested a left heart catheterization. They got an approval. The patient was in Houston with her son and daughter-in-law and they have doctor in the family and so they decided to have the heart catheterization done in Houston and the patient comes back for followup today here. The heart catheterization done in Houston was negative. They sent her home on the same medication. No medication changes. So, the patient is back to square one or whatever problems she was having. So, the patient’s med list reconciled. She only uses hydralazine as necessary. The patient told me they did complete blood work and heart catheterization by Dr. Briana Costello. I will try to review the report. The patient promises to bring it back. She forgot to bring it to the office today. She will bring it back next week. The third problem the patient has is she states she has a habit of cleaning her ears with Q-tips and ended up getting pus in both ears to the point that she cannot hear and the patient was given Augmentin 875 mg twice a day and Cipro with some steroid ear drops. The patient states she had zero hearing before, but she is hearing just somewhat little bit better. The ears are dry. She does see ENT. She wanted to know if she had a pneumonia vaccine in the past and our records state she received the Prevnar 20 in 2021. She is advised shingles vaccine. She had not taken it up until now because of the cost, but this year they are going to get it at no cost. So, she is planning to take it. Her vitals signs were all good today. I told her she is due for a physical in about two weeks and I told her we could see her in the office end of September for the physical. The patient understands that. Currently, she plans to go to Houston for about 10 days. We are going to see her in the office in end of September.
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
