PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 232 pounds. O2 sat 95%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 60. Blood pressure 130/60.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Opioid dependency.

2. Drug screen up-to-date.

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4. Continue with Suboxone 8/2 #45 one sublingual t.i.d.

5. Findings discussed with the patient.

6. Recent PDMP reviewed. 
7. His blood workup per his cardiologist, so he does not want us to draw any blood or do any workup at this time.
