Sally Lovell was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

3. Atypical migraine.

Current Medication: Synthroid 0.075 mg two tablets six days per week.

On this visit, she felt well and had no specific symptoms suggestive of thyroid hormone imbalance.

General review was unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/68, weight 160 pounds, and BMI 26.8. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Lab Studies: TSH 8.71, elevated, free T4 0.92, and serum iron 48 with a TIBC of 367.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with insufficient thyroid hormone replacement.

I have asked that she increase the Synthroid to 0.075 mg, two tablets daily with a followup visit in March or April 2024.
