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1. MJ, 34-year-old woman with sore throat, dizziness, headache, and body aches. CBC, CMP, CT of the head, and hCG all negative, diagnosed with viral syndrome, sent home with no medications. The patient did not answer the phone.
2. AB, 38-year-old male with left knee pain after surgery. Surgery was in July. The pain is over the calf behind the knee. No imaging was done. Treated with Toradol in the ER. Sent home with Tylenol No. 3. On the picture that Dr. O’Hearn drew indicates that the pain is in the calf, but I guess he did not have any concerns regarding DVT. I could not get a hold of the patient unfortunately.
3. MM, 8-year-old young girl with dermatitis on the hand with secondary infection, treated with Amoxil and steroid cream, sent home. Family was happy with the care.
4. AF, 8-year-old young lady with asthma attack and URI, received DuoNeb, Rocephin, Decadron and Tylenol with good response. Mother was very happy. CBC, CMP, swabs, and chest x-ray were all within normal limits. White count was 10,000. Sent home with azithromycin and prednisolone.

5. AM, 6-year-old young lady with fever, cough, stomachache, and temperature of 102. Swab test negative. Sent home with Tylenol and azithromycin. Doing better. Mother was very happy.
6. NK, 88-year-old woman with sore throat, cough, congestion, and history of pneumonia. The patient had CBC, CMP, swab test, and chest x-ray all negative. Received Rocephin and Decadron in the emergency room. Sent home with Tessalon and Levaquin. She did not answer the phone, but the family states she is doing better and she was happy with the care. No mention of admission was made, but everything was within normal limits.
7. UM, 56-year-old woman with positive COVID. Treated with Plaquenil, azithromycin and Medrol Dosepak. Positive COVID test of course. The patient is still feeling terrible because of COVID. She is going to get her medication today. No chest x-ray was done. Discussed with the physician. The patient was happy with the care.
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8. RH, 18-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Pharyngitis. Treated with azithromycin. No one answered.

9. JH, 61-year-old with nausea, headache, possible high blood pressure. Blood pressure was 140/80. Lab work and CT all within normal limits. Sent home with no medications as far as I can tell. Left message for the patient to call me back.
10. CC, 60-year-old with hand fracture after a car accident two days ago. The patient took the splint off and needed to be re-splinted which was done in the emergency room and they were happy with the care that was received.

11. LA, 39-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Swab test positive. Diagnosed with URI. Treated with azithromycin. The phone number that was left was a bad number.

12. RV, 6-month-old baby with cough. Mother has COVID. The child had positive COVID and positive flu, was treated Tamiflu. Doing better. Mother was happy with the care received.

13. JC, 27-year-old young lady with fever, body ache, COVID symptoms, positive COVID, treated with azithromycin and Plaquenil. No chest x-ray done. The phone number that was left was a bad number and discussed this with the physician once again regarding all COVID patients must get a chest x-ray.
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
