SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup. Today, the patient is feeling better. No nausea. No vomiting. She has been started on diet and she is tolerating. Her epigastric pain last week that was started after starting Protonix. She is feeling much better now today. No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. No nausea. No vomiting.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. She is alert and oriented x 3.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 98/60. Pulse 80. Temperature 98.5 F. Respiration 18 per minute Pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.
Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neurologic: She is awake, alert, and oriented x 3.
LABS: Lab reviewed. Medications reviewed. Labs are done and imaging studies including x-ray of the chest. Abdomen and chest x-ray no active disease. Abdominal x-ray is nonobstructive bowel gas and no evidence of obstruction. Labs amylase 31, sodium 131, potassium 3.8, chloride 100, Co2 20, BUN 44, creatinine 2.1, lipase 23, WBC count 14.4, hemoglobin 10, and hematocrit 32.6. Previously, no recent CBC to compare with while at the facility. The patient is on limited lab workup. The BUN and creatinine is stable compared to the previous one.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Episode of epigastric pain with gastritis responded very well to Protonix.
2. Leukocytosis unclear, but chest x-ray is negative. Clinically, there is no evidence of infection, but will do urinalysis.
3. Generalized weakness.

4. History of hypertension chronic maintained on midodrine.

5. Osteoarthritis chronic respiratory failure requiring oxygen maintenance.
6. History of CHF with preserved ejection fraction and generalized weakness.

PLAN OF CARE: Continue her current medications. I would like to follow up CBC, electrolytes and get urinalysis today. Discussed with the nurse.
