CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical for left cataract surgery.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has a blurry vision in the left eye and was seen by ophthalmologist and scheduled for cataract surgery in next few days. The patient has a right cataract surgery done few weeks ago and he is feeling much better now.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, skin rashes, or palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for reduced ejection fraction of the heart and the patient is on Eliquis 5 mg one tablet twice a day by cardiologist.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 supplement 5000 units once a day.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on Jardiance 10 mg one tablet a day, on low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of systolic heart failure and he is on furosemide 40 mg once a day as needed, metoprolol 25 mg extended release half tablet a day and Entresto 24/26 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.
ALLERGIES: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for congestive heart failure with low ejection fraction. The patient is scheduled for left cataract eye surgery and the patient has been seen by cardiology on regular basis. He is also going to have pacemaker placement.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father has myocardial infarction.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and the patient is up-to-date on COVID vaccinations.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has two adult daughters. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals blurry vision in the left eye and no conjunctivitis.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
