CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of urinary incontinence.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that lately she has poor control on the urination and sometimes she trips and she never had any blood in the urine or frequent urinary infections.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or skin rashes.
The patient also complained of fatigue mostly in the daytime and the patient is advised to start exercises.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has uterine cancer and underwent radiation therapy.

FAMILY HISTORY: Parents have myocardial infarction.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed and the patient is up-to-date on COVID vaccinations.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she has four children. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use and the patient is very active at home.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
