History: Mr. Victor Gonzales was seen today. He states he gets extreme shooting pains in certain positions. This man had problem with his shoulder following two COVID shots given in the left arm. He states he never had problem with any injury to his left shoulder and he has seen Dr. Laura Marsh and then he has seen the shoulder surgeon. The patient has been postponing his surgery since last November and I think it has come to a point that he is going to need surgery, because he cannot find time to come regularly for acupuncture and it seems like that he did have some MRI done, but there is more damage to his shoulder than his original MRI and it looks like there may be some nerve impingement because his pain is suggestive of that and I discussed at length with him that we need to do possibly surgery. He states he could only do it after 10/09/23 and I told him that that is probably where it will be scheduled, but he needs to start making appointments so that it could be done in October and he will be finished. He also was thinking of his deductible and that he could get it done in January. I told him that it is strictly his choice. So, I did not do any acupuncture treatment on him today. I told him maybe he will benefit from a shot of steroid in the shoulder and he is going to see the surgeon. I told him post surgery he can come for acupuncture treatments to reduce the swelling and help his pain. He understands that.
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
