This is a history and physical examination on Billy Bell.

The patient seen at the request of her daughter who has been one of them is my patient.

This 80-year-old male who does not smoke or drink. He is allergic to aspirin. He is here because of recently discovered anemia, extreme weakness, and sleepiness.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was found to have anemia recently by primary care physician that is Amy Dangelmayr, Muenster. The patient was sent to Dr. Awan for colonoscopy and he was found to have large lesion in the ascending colon. Biopsy was done and 10-18 mL polyps at rectosigmoid junction and diverticulosis. Upper GI endoscopy did show hiatal hernia. The patient biopsy showed it to be a colonic carcinoma and patient is now awaiting evaluation by UT Southwest Surgeon.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has been very-very healthy. He had history of hypertension for last few months. He is not even taking any blood pressure medicine.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 80-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weighing 212 pounds, BMI 30, and blood pressure 143/83.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: His last H&H was 10 and 35.
DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron-deficiency anemia.

2. Colon cancer.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, iron, ferritin, and CEA then we will go ahead and give him 1 g of intravenous iron over two hours. Upon completion, we will send him home once lab is available we will send him a copy.
