Ms. Beckham is a 59-year-od female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation for thyroid function. She has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. The patient reports dry skin and fatigue and some hair loss. She denies any mood swings. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, and polyphagia. The patient had a previous ultrasound back in Jupiter in 2018 indicating some nodules on her thyroid. The patient states she had biopsy of her multinodular goiter in 2018 with benign findings. Her TSH is 1.25 and free T4 is 1.04.

Plan:

1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound in 2018 and at that time she had a biopsy of her multinodular goiter and results are reported to be benign. At this point my recommendation is to check current thyroid ultrasound and reassess the status for the thyroid gland and asses for any growth of the thyroid nodules.

2. We will repeat her thyroid labs. At this point, her current TSH is 1.25 and free T4 is 1.04. She is not on any thyroid hormone replacement therapy.

3. For her hypertension, she is on lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide 10/12.5 mg daily.

4. For her Hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

5. Follow up with primary care provider.
