Ms. Stevenson is a 49-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding elevation of her thyroid function. She has a history of meningioma located on the left side about size of a lemon and smaller meningioma located at the base. The patient is followed by neurology and the meningioma has not grown since her previous check. She reports symptoms of dizziness, nausea, and vomiting as well as headaches and difficulty to focus. She also reports occasional headaches and short-term memory loss. She has a history of ADHD and hypertension. The patient also sustained about 30 treatments of radiation and had gastric sleeve in 2018. She reports symptoms of fatigue and mood swings. She is followed by her neuro-oncologist at the Miami Cancer Center. She has not had menstrual cycle in four months and she recently had MRI with and without contrast at the Miami Cancer Center.

Plan:

1. For evaluation of thyroid function notably the patient had 30 treatments of radiation secondary to a brain meningioma about size of a lemon and she is followed by the Miami Cancer Center by a neuro-oncologist. Due to the radiation exposure her thyroid function may be affected and therefore we will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 levels.

2. I will also check a TPO antibody level and thyroid antibody level.

3. The patient does not report any galacturia. At this point my recommendation is also to check other pituitary hormones including ACTH level and a prolactin level.

4. I will also check an 8 a.m. cortisol level which would correspond with the ACTH level.

5. Notably the patient states that she does not get her menstrual cycle and as a result I will check estrogen panel and progesterone levels.

6. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

7. For her GERD, she is on famotidine 20 mg daily.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
