Mr. Buckler is a 54-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his stype II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes at the age of 46. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and coronary artery disease. Notably the patient has a history of 15 scans and had a quadruple bypass therapy in 2019. He also suffers from anxiety and depression. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 10.6%. He is on Levemir 30 units twice daily and metformin 1000 mg twice a day and NovoLog based on sliding scale of 4 units every 40 mg/dL of glucose greater than 140. The patient checks his blood sugar four times per day and his blood sugar generally averaging in the 300 range. He has history of gastroparesis and this complicates the management of his diabetes.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes his current hemoglobin A1c is 10.6%. I am going to adjust the patient’s diabetic regimen and place him on Levemir 30 units once daily and start NovoLog 10 units with meals at his base dose plus two units for every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150.

2. I have also prescribed Glucagon for emergency to use for severe hypoglycemia blood glucose less than 40.

3. The patient’s diabetes is complicated by gastroparesis. Recommend small frequent meals.

4. For his hypertension continue current therapy.

5. For his Hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel. He is on atorvastatin 80 mg daily.

6. For her coronary artery disease notably the patient has history of 15 stents placed and a quadruple bypass in 2019. Recommend close followup with his cardiologist.
