HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 15-year-old female patient with a complaint of cough. She is currently on medication. Occasionally, she will get some dizziness. She does maintain some sinus congestion as well. She was here three days ago. She tested positive for strep. She is on an antibiotic for that for the last three days, not getting much relief and so we tested her again today for COVID because her other siblings have COVID while she also tested positive for this as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: An antibiotic for strep throat.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and two other siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: She is running a low-grade fever today of 99.0. Blood pressure 105/66. Pulse 74. Respirations 16. Temperature 99. Oxygenating at 99%. Current weight 122 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. She does have mild erythema to the oropharyngeal area. Ears appeared to be within normal limits today.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a COVID test, it was positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. She definitely has cough. We are going to give her some Bromfed DM 10 mL p.o. q.i.d. as needed for cough.

2. She does have COVID-19. She is going to stay on her antibiotics. It appears as though her COVID-19 is a bit more mild than her two other siblings, possibly due to the medication she was currently prescribed three days ago and she still stays on that antibiotic.
3. She is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic if needed.
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
