CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of high blood pressure and followup for hypercholesterolemia and coronary artery disease.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his blood pressure at home has been higher than previously and his highest systolic blood pressure was 162; however, his diastolic was normal and also the heart rate. The patient had a history of coronary artery disease and has coronary angioplasty done. The patient is chest pain free.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
Repeat of blood pressure reading slightly elevated.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
