CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after DEXA scan and also feeling cold in the extremities.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has osteoporosis and she is already on alendronate 70 mg once a week with eight ounces of water and the patient is also on calcium with vitamin D supplement. The patient feels cold in the extremities. There is no injury to the extremities, but there are redness or infections or open wounds.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, numbness, or claudication pain.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal. There are no ischemic changes in the extremities.
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
